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One recent Google search for “how to be amazing”
resulted in over 14 Trillion hits. There is no doubt, the
words marvelous, incredible, and stunning are in the
list of adjectives most people would like used as a
descriptor in their bio and comment feed.

As a Christian you may think to shy away from being
AMAZING. However, it is God’s desire that you be
amazing. In this presentation we’ll explore 7
foundational truths that will transform your life
forever. Understanding and abiding in these truths will
enable you to be AMAZING.

Amazing is more than a word. It is a culmination of
what God has been desiring for you since before the
foundation of the world. Each letter of the word
AMAZING contains a foundational truth. God desires
for you to discover and explore each of these truths.
Then live the truth every day.

Let these foundational truths help you to be secure in
the fact God desires you to be AMAZING.



A - Take possession of the Abundant Life of God. God sent Jesus into the world to give you
Abundant Life. John 10:10 says Jesus came to give life more abundantly.

M - Realize you are Made by God. Not only did God knit you together in your mother’'s womb (Psalm
139), but He desires for you to be conformed to the image of His Son. Jesus, His Son, the only
begotten of the Father full of grace and truth. (John 1:14)

A - Exclusive connection with God as your Abba Father. God never left us as orphans. (John 14:18)
When we believed on The Lord Jesus, He put the Spirit of truth in us that gives us connection with
God. Prayer is possible because we have acquired direct connection with God through Jesus Christ.

Z - Zion, in the Bible, is known as the dwelling place of God. Live to be the dwelling place of God -
Zion. God wants to dwell in you now and have you dwell with Him forever. (Is 51:11) You, as a believer,
in your body now possess the Spirit of God. He dwells in you. But, that is not the best part. When your
temporary body is done away with, you will dwell with God forever in Heaven. (Rev 21:1-5)

I- Relish in the Incomparable Riches of Christ Jesus. The Queen of Sheba when visiting Solomon
declared, “I did not believe these things until | came and saw with my own eyes. Indeed, not even half
was told to me. Your wisdom and prosperity have far exceeded the report | heard.” (1 King 10:7) Jesus
was referred to as “A greater than Solomon is here”. (Matthew 12:42) Take pleasure in the
incomparable riches of Christ.

N- Confident that Nothing_is Impossible with God. The Angel announcing the birth of Jesus
comforted Mary with these words. (Luke 1:37) Let these words comfort you as you navigate the
complexities of the path God has asked you to walk. Nothing is impossible with God.

G- Enjoy relationship with God as His chosen. God has made a way since before the world was
formed to make you His own. God demonstrated His own love toward us in that while you were a
sinner Christ died for you. (Romans 5:8)
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
